It is hard to say exactly when the Internet was created. The research that led to what we now know as the Internet was begun in the 1960s. We also do not exactly know who created it. However, we know that the US government carried out the initial research. It took many years for the Internet to become popular around the world. It is only really since the mid-90s that it has become part of our lives.

To get connected on the Internet, you need a computer, a modem connected to the phone line, and the right connection software. The modem converts digital signals into analogue signals so that data can be transmitted across the phone or cable network. You also need an account with an Internet Service Provider (ISP), which acts as a gateway between your PC and the rest of the Net. ISPs offer a broadband or high-speed connection, which is faster than the traditional dial-up connection.

Other methods of accessing the Internet include Wi-Fi, satellite, mobile phones, and TV sets equipped with a modem. Wi-Fi enabled laptops or PDAs allow you to connect to the Net if you are near a wireless access point, in locations called hotspots (for example, a Wi-Fi café, park or campus. Satellite services are used in places where terrestrial access is not available (for instance, on ships at sea). High-end mobile phones provide access through the phone network.
